Two successful years of Shakespeare Day, wherein the students of ICSE 

Classes 8, 9 and 10, staged excerpts from the bardôs plays and explored 

different aspects of his life and works, gave us the courage to venture 

further into the wonderful world of Literature. 

The studentsô enthusiasm and zeal egged us on to thinking of a whole day 

devoted to discovering various aspects of literature. Thus was born 

Mélange, a literary mosaic. 

Once the idea was conceived, the students took over. They divided the 

responsibilities between themselves and began working towards planning 

the day.

The day began with All the Worldôs a Stage ï an enactment of two one 

act plays that brought great delight to the audience. This was followed by 

elocution, one of the activities of Wordsô Worth, a pot pourri of activities 

connected with poetry. Reams to Reels, a foray into film appreciation led 

to some serious and in-depth discussion on how books should be 

interpreted in films. This was followed by an impromptu JAM session 

where many an orator was put in a tight spot much to the delight of the 

others. Authors Speak, a tete a tete between two budding authors of the 

school and the students of ICSE 8, 9 and 10 had the audience 

appreciating the calm dignity and frankness of the authors, while also 

giving rise to the thought that publishing a book was within anyoneôs 

reach. The day ended with different activities organized under the aegis of 

Wordsô Worth wherein all the students participated. There were students 

painting their interpretations of poems in one corner, while other students 

composed poems on topics given to them, still others formed groups and 

wove disparate characters given to them into a story. 

That the day was a success would be an understatement. It helped the 

students realize their own potential in conceptualizing; organizing and 

executing a programme which kept their peers engaged and interested the 

whole day ï which is no mean achievement! The school motto ï ñDare to 

dream, Learn to excelò came alive on this day.
