The annual Middle School inter house Elocution Competition and ‘Poems come Alive’ 

(choral recitation by classes 5 to 7) was held on Thursday 22nd September 2011.  

8 students were chosen from Classes 5 and 6, and 8 students from Class 7  

 (2 students per house for each level) - Total 16 students participated in the 

Competition. 

Each participant was marked on a total score of 50. -- 10 marks for each of the 

following: Choice of piece, Expression, Clarity, Diction and Projection.  

 There was also a choral recitation by all the classes. They were judged on team spirit, 

clarity, diction, co-ordination and dramatization. Excitement, rhyme and rhetoric reached 

its height this September when eager children of Stds. V, VI, and VII finally got a chance 

to recite their poems in a series of inter-class choral activity planned for the month. They 

recited ‘The Sound Collector’, ‘The Walrus and the Carpenter’ and ‘The Charge of the 

Light Brigade’ with great enthusiasm and gusto before a captive audience of teachers 

and students. This activity is an ongoing annual feature in the school calendar. 
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
