Which is the most common butterfly species in 
The Sanjay Gandhi National Park? What is the 
difference between venom and poison? These 
were some of the questions that we were 
asked in the Environment Quiz, part of the Kids 
for Tigers festival that was held on the 28th of 
February at the Mahim Nature Park.   
 
The quiz was divided into two stages. The 
preliminary stage involved answering a multiple 
choice questionnaire that consisted of 25 
questions. Six teams out of 13 qualified for the 
final stage. We aced through the prelim stage, 
with a total of 22 correct answers.   
 
After a 2 hour gap, the last stage of the quiz 
was held. There were four rounds. The first 
round was a simple multiple choice question 
round. Followed by this, was the ‘jumbled 
letters’ round, wherein we were given an 
anagram for a bird, which we were to solve 

under a time limit of 10 seconds. The third 
round consisted of a ‘true or false’ session.  The 
final round was the ‘rapid fire round’, where 
teams had to answer as many questions as they 
could in 10 seconds. 

 
My partner, Vyom Kavishwar, and I topped the 
first 3 rounds, but lost out on the last round. 
After a close tie-breaker, we ranked third, with 
Uddyachal School at the top spot, followed by 
the Navy Children School at second.
